CHAIRPERSONS REPORT

Jayne reviewed the events for the year:

March: Quiz Night event – did not go ahead, although the accessory evening is planned in its place for November 2011.

June: P7 Parents evening – to be held on Wednesday 15th June. Sub-Group committee supporting with refreshments.

TREASURERS REPORT

Hilary Jackson expressed that we have had a very successful year which, in our quest to raise funds to provide a plasma screen for the school, has seen an increase in the bank balance of £1182.66, from £984.89 to £2167.55.

EGT was a phenomenal success, making a profit of £1052.62 – 60% increase on last year.

The Xmas Raffle raised £516.38 which was down on last year’s £671.05.

Increased ticket prices and sales helped the Burns Supper to clear a £7.32 profit which was a big improvement on last year’s loss of £223.18.

Donations for the plasma screen collected at the Burns Supper totalled £95.50.

Easter Concert Raffle raised £255.04 and refreshments £108.31.
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Bank interest was 63p and there will be a few pence on the end of May statement which have not been added yet.

Miscellaneous expenses included print cartridges for the printing of posters, tickets, programmes etc. and refreshments for the P7 Parents evening 2010.

The usual donations of £400 to each of the Leaver’s Book and Leaver’s Evening were made.

Hilary Morton has recently written a cheque for £150 donation from 6th Year Pupils.

It was agreed that a board is to be made to use at all future events advertising for donations and stating our goal of raising funds towards our plasma screen for the school.
